The following are some observations and recommendations based on my review:

2. Materials and Methodology

I suggest changing this subtitle to just “Methodology”. This section should be just methodology. Methodology includes the tools used in the study, hence it’s not necessary having it as Materials and Methodology as the next subsection after this details the instruments.

Furthermore, section 2 line 9, kindly specify whom consents where obtain from. Just stating that consent was obtained is not specific. For participants that are minors, specify/include if consent was received from their guardian and assent from the participants.

2.1Instrumentations

1. Beck’s Anxiety Inventory (BAI): Kindly specify/define higher score. What score  meets criteria for anxiety. In this study what is the cut off score that defines anxiety?

This applies to the Rosenberg Self-esteem scale (RSES) and Body Shape Questionnaire (BSQ-16).

2.2 Procedure and Data Analysis

I recommend having Procedure as 2.2 and Data Analysis as 2.3. the procedure should be detailed. Line 3 “written informed consent…” should specify who the informed consent was obtained from, parents, participants or both?

3. Results and Discussion

The discussion should extensively state what score is considered low self-esteem and what scoe is considered greater body dissatisfaction. This will give a reader who is not familiar with the instruments used.
