	Yes it is. I would use, sometimes, a more simple linguistic range; for example when the author is transporting the math thesis to more dialectical and discoursive matters, such as the international framework.
	

	Optional/General comments


	This article is a very strong link between the technical monetary dynamics and the geopolitics dynamics.
It tells how the monetary sovereignty is still not a political choice (expecially for shallow economies) but it is a capacity, which means that those countries who want to start a process of de-dollarization must begin making structural changes in their financial/monetary framework and not just make geopolitical policies.

This article contributes in changing the standard view that we may have about monetary sovereignty, stating that monetary sovereignty is a gradual, asymmetric and expensive process, where authonomy (from dollar) is a trade-off of liable financial institutions, deep domestic markets and strong domestic monetary assets.

Finally, this article helps us understand also the linkage between political choices and technical monetary basis underlying them, whether those choices are made consciously or not.
