The qualitative approach, interviews, and lesson note observations are appropriate for the study focus. Data collection and analysis procedures are clearly explained. However, the study can be improved with clearer description of the techniques for data analysis techniques and procedures followed for validation.

	The references used here are sufficient and relevant to the research title. However, some of the references are outdated and need to be updated. For example, several cited works published before 2015, especially those on instructional supervision and teacher development, may no longer reflect recent trends in digital supervision, technology integration, and modern professional learning models. Studies such as older supervision models and early professional development frameworks should be complemented with more recent research published between 2018 and 2024.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language is generally understandable. However, there are some grammatical errors, repetition of ideas, and inappropriate sentence constructions that affect the clarity of the writing. Some sentences are too long and contain unnecessary words, which makes them difficult to follow. Professional language editing is therefore recommended.
