Editor’s Comment:
This study investigates the anti-inflammatory and anti-ulcer potentials of the aqueous extract of fermented seeds of Prosopis africana (okpeye) using Wistar rat models. Importantly, the use of standard reference drugs (cimetidine and diclofenac) strengthens the validity of the comparative analysis. However, two additional points should be addressed before publication:
1. Briefly describe the two standard reference drugs (cimetidine and diclofenac) in either the Introduction section or the Results and Discussion section, particularly in relation to the fermented seeds of Prosopis africana.
2. Further studies involving detailed phytochemical characterization and mechanistic investigations—such as matrix metalloproteinase (MMP-2) and cyclooxygenase-2 (COX-2) expression—would provide stronger scientific impact.
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
