	1) Thank you for the observation. The manuscript has been revised to adopt a numbered citation style, with all in-text citations and the reference list updated accordingly.
2) Thank you for this valuable suggestion. Statistical analysis, including ANOVA and Tukey HSD mean separation, has been incorporated into the proximate and vitamin composition tables, with significant differences indicated using superscript letters. However, this was not applied to the mineral composition table because the analysis was performed using AAS, and only single measurements were generated, making statistical comparison not applicable.
3) Thank you for this valuable suggestion. While the determination of carotene/lycopene content is important in assessing the nutritional value of tomatoes, it was beyond the scope of the present study. However, we acknowledge its relevance and will consider its inclusion in future investigations.
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
