	The abstract has a relatively complete core framework and clearly outlines the research object, scope, and conclusions. 
Walcott’s mixed-race identity should be briefly mentioned, as it constitutes the core premise of his "negotiation of dual heritages" and the logical starting point of this study.
Additionally, the core symbolic significance is absent. As a study of poetry, textual analysis should be central to the argument, yet this fundamental attribute is not reflected in the abstract.

	Yes. Based on Walcott’s classic poems and existing critical scholarship, the study is supported by solid documentary evidence, with a clear research perspective and logical argumentation. It unfolds layer by layer from the historical context, the poet’s personal identity, to the textual images and ideological connotations of the poems, presenting a rational deductive process.

	The references cover the classic documents and basic critical achievements at the core of the research, including Walcott’s own poems, essays and plays, yet there is a notable lack of timeliness. Among the cited references, only one dates from 2026, and the rest are mostly from the 1960s to the 1990s as well as 2010 to 2022, with a shortage of cutting-edge research findings from the past 3 to 5 years.


	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language quality is generally suitable for academic communication and meets the basic publication standards. The expression is clear, and the logical connection between sentences is mostly coherent. However, there are occasional minor issues: some academic terms are not used consistently (e.g., the adjustment of "racial fixation" mentioned earlier), and a few sentences are slightly verbose. It is recommended that the author conduct a careful proofreading to ensure terminological consistency and stylistic fluency.
