	This study talks about a serious problem, especially in places where people are often exposed to gasoline fumes. It looks not only at the parent rats but also at their offspring, which makes the study more interesting. Many studies focus only on one generation, so checking the next generation gives added value. The results may help people understand the possible long-term risks of gasoline exposure on reproductive health.
	

	Is the title of the article suitable?

	The title shows what the study is about, but the phrase “Declined Sexual Behaviour” is not correct English. It sounds grammatically wrong and slightly confusing.

I suggest changing it to: “Transgenerational Effects of Chronic Gasoline Vapour Inhalation on Sexual Behaviour in Male Wistar Rats.” This version sounds clearer and more correct.

	

	Is the abstract of the article comprehensive? Do you suggest the addition (or deletion) of some points in this section? Please write your suggestions here.


	The abstract explains the purpose, method, and main results of the study. It includes important information, which is good. However, it is a bit long and has too many numbers and percentages. This makes it harder to read.
I recommend the following:

· Shortening some detailed numbers.

· Clearly stating the sample size.

· Simplifying the explanation of the statistics.

· Being more careful with the word “heritable,” since only F1 was studied.

	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	· The study design looks organized and follows known guidelines. 

· The methods are explained clearly, and the results are shown in tables. 

· The dose-response pattern is easy to see.
· However, please consider the following:

· The actual measured concentration of gasoline vapour is not clearly shown.

· The sample size (5 rats per group) is small.

· The method mentions F2 generation, but no results are given for F2.


	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references are related to the topic and some are recent. However, many are from local or regional journals. It would be better to include more international studies on environmental toxins and reproductive health.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The manuscript can be understood, but there are many grammar mistakes and awkward sentences. Some words are used incorrectly. There is also repetition in the discussion section. 

The paper needs careful English editing before publication.
	

	Optional/General comments


	This study discusses an important topic and shows meaningful results. The generational comparison makes the study stronger. However, the manuscript needs language editing, clarification of some methods, and correction of small inconsistencies. After revision, it could be considered for publication.
