Additionally, while the manuscript highlights risk factors extensively, it could expand slightly on protective factors and resilience to balance the scientific narrative.

	The review covers the period up to 2026, it would benefit from incorporating more recent studies from 2024–2025. In particular, newer references on post‑COVID adolescent mental health outcomes, the influence of emerging social media platforms like TikTok and Instagram, firearm access and prevention strategies, and racial or ethnic disparities among Black, Hispanic, and Indigenous youth would strengthen the manuscript.
