	The manuscript presents a timely and policy-relevant assessment of hydroclimatic extremes and RET species vulnerability in the Western Ghats. The integration of rainfall anomalies, SPI, temperature anomalies, and taxon-wise sensitivity analysis provides a valuable applied conservation perspective. The literature review can be strengthened by incorporating recent interdisciplinary studies linking climate change, soil systems, infrastructure resilience, and ecological sustainability. In particular, the following references should be fully incorporated and discussed to broaden the environmental resilience framework:

Minor revisions are recommended to (i) clarify methodological details (data sources, SPI timescale, statistical significance), (ii) strengthen comparison with previous regional climate–biodiversity studies, and (iii) refine the conclusion with more specific conservation and climate-adaptation recommendations. Subject to these minor improvements, the manuscript is suitable for acceptance after minor revision.
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
