It states that the sample size is 217 students and the following data tables in the manuscript are based on 231 students. This discrepancy needs to be corrected in order to ensure that there is integrity of the abstract.

	It has a methodology of 217 participants (exclusions removed), but Tables 2 through 5 all report results with N=231

Table 1 shows that the Cronbachs alpha domain of engagement is 0.2286. A coefficient of less than 0.70 is bad, and one of less than 0.22 is mathematically unacceptable in the study of social sciences. This implies that the questions that were used to assess engagement would not have measured only one construct making it invalid to draw conclusions about student engagement.
