	· I found an inconsistency between the sample reported in the abstract (219) and the result section (231).

· It is preferable to report the main statistical tests and exact p-values for the primary findings.

· It would have been better to mention the research design and data collection tools.

	· In the PERMA-Profiler, reliability is reported as 23 items, but the distribution of items per subscale appears inconsistent; the table lists 21. 
· The paper uses t-tests to compare Indian and international students, but does not report checks for homogeneity of variance (Levene’s test) or normality. Given unequal group sizes (198 vs 33), Welch’s t-test is appropriate.
· International sample is small (n=33) discuss generalisability and potential selection biases, adding power analysis.
· Reporting confidence interval, where possible, is suggested.
