The manuscript addresses a relevant topic; however, the quasi-experimental design, absence of randomization, lack of appropriate control, and omission of between-group statistical comparisons significantly limit the validity of the findings. The conclusions are overstated relative to the strength of evidence. Major methodological revisions are required before consideration for publication.
