	The study is valuable but not an entirely original innovation, as similar plant-based antioxidant studies exist. Nevertheless, it provides important confirmatory evidence in a cadmium toxicity model. To enhance diagnostic strength, the authors should consider adding parameters such as inflammatory markers (CRP, IL-6), liver/kidney function tests, or molecular assays of oxidative stress.
