	· The study addresses an important aspect of plant genetics by evaluating genetic diversity in banana cultivars using SSR markers, which is relevant for breeding and conservation programs. 
· The abstract provides useful quantitative information, but it could be improved by briefly highlighting the broader implications of the findings for crop improvement and germplasm management. 
· The methodology appears appropriate, but more details on primer selection, DNA quality assessment, and reproducibility of results would enhance the clarity and reliability of the study. 
· The results are well-structured, though the discussion section should be strengthened by comparing findings with recent literature and explaining the biological significance of parameters such as PIC, MI, and RP. 
· The clustering analysis is informative; however, inclusion of supporting statistical validation (e.g., bootstrap values) would improve confidence in the dendrogram interpretation. 
· Minor language and grammatical revisions are recommended to improve readability and overall presentation of the manuscript.
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
