	There are structural issues as the manuscript lacks a standalone literature review section. The hypotheses are not listed in the introduction but buried within the methodology section. Hypotheses development is better placed in the literature review section instead of methodology section. The discussion sections carry misleading headings that contradict the actual findings: Negative effects discussed under positive effect headings.
The manuscript requires thorough English language editing. In-text citations contain formatting errors and Table levelling is inconsistent.
The author should be encouraged to address the listed concerns as the manuscript has publishable potential.
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
