The manuscript demonstrates good regional ecological understanding and includes multiple environmental dimensions (soil, air, water, and habitat integrity). The work is interdisciplinary and has relevance to environmental biology, ecology, conservation science, biomonitoring, and phytoremediation research. However, despite its conceptual relevance, the manuscript presently appears more descriptive and review-oriented than an experimentally rigorous research article. The manuscript does not clearly state study hypothesis, primary objectives, and expected ecological relationships.
A proper objective statement is essential. In introductory portion, author may include like: 
“This study aimed to evaluate whether pteridophyte diversity and physiological responses can serve as reliable indicators of anthropogenic environmental stress across ecologically distinct zones of Chhindwara district.”
